Nasi’ (Intercalation) and the Chronology of Seerah

Ozet: Hz. Peygamber’in hayatini konu alan Siyer ve Megazi eserlerinin ilk drneklerinde
(Mesela bkz. el-Vakidr (v.207/823)'nin, el-Megazr adli eseri) ¢cok sayida kronolojik rivayetin
oldugu gorilur. Bir olayin meydana geldigi yili, ayi, glinl ve hatta haftanin giiniini tam olarak
bildiren bu rivayetler ne yazik ki ginlimuzdeki Hicri Tarihleri Miladi Tarihe Cevirme
Cetvellerinde tam olarak tutmamaktadirlar. Mesela, Hz. Peygamber’in Mekkeden hicret
ettikten sonra Medine yakinlarindaki Kuba koéyline 12 R.Evvel Pazartesi glini, vardig bircok
kaynakta isnadli rivayetler olmasina ragmen modern takvim cetvellerinde 12 R.Evvel
Pazartesi glinline degil, Persembe gliniine denk gelmektedir. Bu uyumsuzlugun sebebi
rivayetlerdeki hatalardan ziyade, basta Nesi’ olmak Uzere baska sebeplerden
kaynaklanmaktadir. Nesi’, Cahiliyye doéneminde Kindne kabilesinden bir adamin (el-
Kalammas), Hacc mevsiminde Mina’dan donerken hacilara ilan ederek, Muharrem ayini bir
ay sonraya ertelemek seklinde yapilan bir uygulamanin adidir. Siimer, Béabil, Asur ve Yahudi
medeniyetleri tarafindan da daha o6nce dizenli olarak tatbik edildigi bilinen bu uygulama
literatlrde Intercalation olarak gecer. Hz. Peygamber’in vefatina ¢ok yakin bir zamana kadar
devam eden bu uygulama hicretin 9. yilindan sonra Kur’an tarafindan (9/37) yasaklanmistir.
1995 yilinda yayinlanmis olan Resdlullah’in Giinliigii adli eserimde bu rivayetlerin yeni bir
yaklasimla degerlendirmeye tabi tutarak farkh bir Medine Dénemi cetveli hazirlamistim.
Kisaca, “klasik ilk dénem islami eserlere temkinli bir giiven” olarak formiile edebilecegimiz bu
yaklasim, mevcut rivayetleri, tarihi olgulari (Nesi” gibi) da dikkate alarak, astronomik, cografi
ve diger verilerle iliskilendirmek suretiyle daha tutarh bir kronolojik tablo ortaya koymayi

amaclamistir. Bu cercevede, halihazirda KURAMER blinyesinde yapmakta oldugum ve 550-



639 Miladi yillari arasini esas alan Nesi’” uygulanmis, daha genis kapsamli yeni takvim

¢alismam hakkinda kisa bilgiler verilecektir.

Abstract: The early samples of the Seerah and Maghazi literature (for example al-Waqid1
(d.207AH /AD 823)’s al-Maghazi) contains many narrations stating the exact dates of the
events in almost a precise chronological order. In spite of the precise year, month, date and
weekday statements of the events in these narrations, they are controversial to the modern
calendars. For example, there are many narrations that mention the Prophet has arrived at
Kuba, a village near Medina on 12 Rabi' al-awwal on Monday. But this date is not confirmed
by the Hijri Calendar. 12 Rabi' al-awwal falls on a Thursday instead of Monday. This is not
only because of the weakness or mis-transmission of the narrations, but mainly due to the
Nasi’(intercalation) and some other reasons. The practice of Nasi’ was administered by a
man called al-Kalammas from the tribe of Kindna in the Jahiliyah Period and continued until
it was prohibited by the Qur'an (9 /37) in the last two years of the Prophet’s life. al-
Kalammas made a speech in which he intercalated the month of Muharram, naming the
next month as Muharram. This application is called Intercalation, and it is known that it was
applied by Sumerians, Babylonians, Assyrians and Jews. | have prepared an alternative
calendar for the Medina Period in 1995 by using a new approach to examine these
narrations. We can shortly formulate this approach as “a cautious trust in the classical
Islamic sources” and apply it to prepare a new and more accurate Seerah chronology by
examining the relations between the narrations, historical facts (such as Nasi’), geographic
and climactic information, astronomic calculations of the moon’s phases, and the lunar and
solar eclipses of that period. | will also give a brief explanation about my future work, which
is a new alternative calendar covering the whole years between 550 AD — 639 AD supported

by KURAMER.
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
